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Transaction Summary

This transaction is Clear Lake CLO, Corp's (the "Company") securitization and Jefferies Capital Management, Inc. (the
“Collateral Manager”) acts as collateral manager on behalf of the issuer in selecting and managing the collateral obligations.
The notes are scheduled to mature on the payment date in December 2020. The principal of the collateral pool is
approximately $130.82 million and the weighted average life of the receivables is approximately 31 months from the issuance
date of this report. We are assigning the rating to each tranche as is shown in the chart above as a Non-NRSRO.

Strength and Concerns

The notes are well collateralized with the pool assets balance exceeding approximately 13% of the principal of all the rated
tranches, and the average coupon rate from assets is much higher than that payable on the notes, thereby supporting the high
interest coverage ratio. The pool assets are well diversified by industries and the superior tranches are well protected by the
lower tranches.

On the negative side, the average rating of the pool assets is not investment grade, which suggests a potential high default
rate, which we have factored in our analysis. Also according to our research, we think that the top concentration of the
industries will go flat or probably, downwards, which is reflected by the recent decrease of the average rating from the servicer
report. The waterfall structure is protective only to superior tranches, making the lower tranches volatile to possible collateral
asset defaults.

Notes:

We are rating this transaction as a Non-NRSRO. This report does NOT make any trading suggestion.

1) The Interest Rate indicates a floating rate over the LIBOR.

2) The ratings indicate other NRSROs' median ratings.

3) Credit Enhancement: Ratio of collateral par over the sum of principal of this tranche and all superior tranches.
4) Tranche Thickness (TT): Ratio of tranche size to current collateral balance.

5) A life horizon of "NA" indicates that the par will not be fully paid back.

Notes:

1) IRR: Internal Return Rate, indicates the expected return of holding the tranche at the cost of par amount.

2) OC Benchmark: Over-collateralization ratio that needs to be satisfied according to the prospectus. OC Test shows the
current test result.

4) WAS: Weighted Average Spread.

8) The Sensitivity Analysis shows how the changes of key factors affect the implied ratings. There are 3 key factors in our
analysis, which are the credit worthiness indicated by the default rate, the correlation between collateral assets indicated by
the independence factor and the interest rate. The default rate increases and decreases by 50% of the rate itself in the
pessimistic and optimistic scenarios, and respectively, the independence factor decreases and increases by 50% of itself
and decreases by 1.5x annualized volatility in each scenario. The ratings in the different scenarios are the implied ratings.

For the transaction Clear Lake CLO LTD we have assigned the rating of AAA(sf), AAA(sT), AAA(sF), AAA(sS),
BBB+(sf), for each rated tranche. There are three notches in each of our rating category (e.g., A-(sf), A(sf) and
A+(sf) for category A(sf)) except for CC(sf), C(sf) and D(sf).

2. The version of the procedure or methodology used to determine the credit rating as required by Paragraph (a)(1)(ii)(B) of
Rule 17g-7:

We are using the methodology available in our Form NRSRO Exhibit #2 dated Jun. 10, 2016 available via
egan-jones.com under the tab at the bottom of the page "Methodologies".

3. The main assumptions and principles used in constructing the procedures and methodologies used to

determine the credit rating as required by Paragraph (a)(2)(ii)(C) of Rule 17g-7:

The credit rating assigned reflects our judgement regarding the future credit quality of the issue. The major
assumptions used to construct the methodologies include:

1). Past data reflects the performance and credit worthiness of the pooled assets, and is useful for projections.
2). Financial information that EJR gets from the issuer or the third party is reliable and accurate.

3). The economy and regulation policies will remain stable in the foreseeable future.

Specific quantitative assumptions used in this credit analysis applied to the collateral assets, which include
Annualized Default Rate (5.74%) and Recovery Rate (45.%). According to the methodology, EJR converts the
collateral assets into numbers of identical independent assets with the same default rate and recovery rate. The
number of these converted assets (or Independence Factor) is calculated to be 34 in this analysis.

4. The potential limitations of the credit rating as required by Paragraph (a)(1)(ii)(D) of Rule 17g-7:
Our rating pertains solely to our view of current and prospective credit quality. Our rating does not address pricing,
liquidity or other risks associated with holding the instrument.

Our rating is dependent on numerous factors including the reliability, accuracy, and quality of the data used in
determining the credit rating. The data is sourced from issuers' publicly disclosed reports, or from third-party data
vendors. For solicited rating reports, EJR may also use the information provided by the client. In some cases, the
information is limited because of issues such as the lack of reported data. Such shortcomings are not always readily
apparent.
